Rubey, Arnold. Fallen Brother in Blue (Phoenix: ACW Press, 2000), 
229 pp. 
 
Officer Mark Stall of the Boise Police Department was 
shot and killed on September 20, 1997 while on duty.    
Responding to a call around 1:00 am, he was gunned 
down in an intense gun battle (62 rounds in just a few 
seconds) between seven police officers and two men in 
the parking lot of Rider’s Bar on the corner of 15th and 
Idaho in downtown Boise.  Mark was a graduate of The 
Master’s College and the son-in-law of Arnold Rubey, 

pastor at the time of one of our sister churches here in the Treasure 
Valley.  After several years as a cop in California, Mark Stall had moved 
his family to Boise to pursue a job opportunity, to live closer to relatives, 
and to raise his family in “a safer environment”.  During his brief three 
years in the BPD, he saw some drastic changes in the crime scene in 
our area and ended up becoming one of the statistics.  This book is an 
intriguing account of Mark’s death and funeral.  “It is transparent in 
showing the path of pain, but it also reveals the provision of God’s 
grace when nothing else could help.” (from the back cover)

When spiritual growth - growth in the graces of 
Christian character, and in intimacy with God - is 
taking place, one may expect at least these 
signs of it: 
 
     Sign one is a growing delight in praising God, 
with an increasing distaste for being praised 
oneself.  A purpose of praise runs throughout 
the Bible.  It roots itself in every Christian heart 
and becomes, not necessarily more exuberant, 
but certainly more emphatic, as the saint 
matures.  And the higher one goes in praising 

God, the lower one will go in one’s own eyes…. 
     Sign two is a growing instinct for caring and giving, with a more 
pronounced dislike of the self-absorption that constantly takes without 
either caring or giving….  When Christians become more committed to 
love, and more abhorrent of unlove in its various forms, it would seem 
that they are growing in grace. 
     Sign three is a growing passion for personal righteousness, with 
more acute distress at the godlessness and immorality of the world 
around, and a keener discernment of Satan’s strategy of opposition, 
distraction, and deception for ensuring that people neither believe nor 
live right…. 
     Sign four is a growing zeal for God’s cause, with more willingness to 
take unpopular action to further it…. 
     Sign five is a greater patience and willingness to wait for God and 
bow to his will, with a deeper abhorrence of what masquerades as the 
bold faith, but is really the childish immaturity, that tries to force God’s 
hand.  It is the way of children to want things now, and to say and feel 
most passionately that they cannot wait for them or do without them.  
But the adult way of petitioning is the way of submission….  When 
Christians are learning to submit to God’s ordering of events with 
undaunted realism and humility, it would seem that they are growing in 
grace.
